The Solo/Duo/Trio Competition will be held on Friday, March 26 at the 
USU Spectrum.  At this point, there are 100 soloists and 13 duo/trio teams 
registered.

You will receive your performance number when you check in at the Dancer’s

Entry Fees & Tickets 
� On Friday, all performers will be admitted without charge by checking in by 

name.  Any dancer not performing that day will be considered a spectator.  NO 
TICKET IS NEEDED ON FRIDAY! 

� All spectators (6 yrs and up) will pay a $6 entrance fee.   
� Competition Programs will be available that day for $4.00 

 

Directions to the Dee Glen Smith Spectrum 
The Dee Glen Smith Spectrum is the basketball arena at Utah State.  When you come 
into town, you will be on Main Street.  Turn east on 1000 North.  Then at the light at 800 
East (at the statue of the bull), you can see the spectrum just across the road to your 
right.  You may park in any of the lots below the spectrum on Friday – after 3:00.  Before 
that, check signs on parking lots. Enter at the main doors on the west side.

Floor Size 
Just a reminder that the Dee Glen Smith Spectrum gym floor is bigger than a high school 
gym floor, and the arena is considerably larger as well.  The judges will sit about 8-10 
rows up, which is about equal to half way up in a high school gym.  So practice 
accordingly. 
 

Awards 
The awards at Utah Dance Fest are very delicate (they are dancer figurines) and must 
be handled with care.   Once the awards are in your hands, they are your responsibility.   
We cannot be responsible to replace broken ones.  
 

Competition Day Rules 

• Any dancer not ready to perform at their scheduled number may be required 
to wait until the end of the day to perform.  PLEASE BE READY ON TIME! 

• Please have your CD clean and clearly labeled, and bring it to the sound 
table immediately when you arrive.  We recommend you have multiple copies 
of each CD with you and please don’t use CD-RW’s! 

• Out of respect for all dancers and spectators, NO DANCER WILL PERFORM 
OUT OF ORDER or perform twice.
